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hen the 2009 session began, Colorado and our country faced one of the worst

recessionary outlooks in many years. The Housing industry was at a standstill, the

financial markets were in turmoil due to bad loans and bad investment practices, job

foreclosures, no consumer confidence or spending, and job loss rates at levels that we have not
seen in decades.

As the business community looked forward to the 2009 legislative session, most were hopeful
that legislators would not do more damage to the fragile economic condition in the state. We
watched billions of dollars being poured in bailout and rescue plans nationally and wondered if
we were headed to a full blown recession. Most businesses were hoping for no increase in
taxes or fees, no new mandates from government, and new ways to incentivize business to
keep the jobs and market they had. The business community realized that government was
facing revenue shortfalls, but was hopeful that government would react to this financial crisis in
the same manner many businesses have had to respond, by making thoughtful cuts in programs
and services. | will let the reader decide if that in fact happened.

The budget dominated the public policy arena in 2009. The state General Assembly was facing
major policy issues and with shrinking revenues, no new growth to help fund the solutions
being considered. Early in the session the debates focused on finding and providing funding for
transportation maintenance efforts and assurance i K- i 2 dzNJ G NI yaLR2 NI GA2Y 2
farther behind. The introduction of SB-108, called the Faster Bill, centered around funding
these maintenance efforts through new registration fees, new fines and late fees, or re-
prioritizing the existing budget to make transportation a major factor in the state budget. SB-
108 contained new policy directions for Colorado that included the tolling of existing highways
to fund future needs and provide a revenue stream to transit projects. SB-108 did pass and 250
million a year in new fees will provide enough funding to address bad bridges and poor road
surfaces.

As the session progressed, there was a new focus on business incentives, job creation, and job

maintenance and business stimulus. The result of the new interim committee on Economic
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economic situation and employment issues. The trick was to find measures to help create job

stability and business incentives with no existing revenues.

By mid-session, revenue forecasts had taken a major downturn and all state budget/spending
projections had to be altered. The Joint Budget Committee had to go back to agency and
program budgets and begin the difficult process of crafting the 2009-2010 fiscal year state
budget. The first blush had cash fund transfers, spending from the general fund reserve, and
program cuts. While everyone felt the pinch, major cuts were not needed. When March arrived
and the revenue projections tanked, all deals were off. Major cuts were going to be needed, all
cash funds claimed, and higher education cuts were projected around 300 million. Senior
property tax credits were then eliminated, sales tax vendor fees eliminated for several years
and many other credits cut or trimmed. The JBC then introduced several bills to address the
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funding shortfall; SB-273, 500 million taken from Pinnacol reserves and SB-281, Restructure
Pinnacol Insurance.

The business community immediately reacted to the Pinnacol bills and both were opposed.

fund a state shortfall. After a lengthy debate and lobbying, the General Assembly rejected the

use of the 500 million and the JBC had to return to their task of balancing the budget for next

year. After much review and debate, the JBC finally produced a series of bills to help produce

the revenue cuts needed and the budget bill was finally passed.

As the session came to a close, a number of late bills were introduced. This practice reduces
exposure and the amount of time that a bill has to endure in the legislative process and is a
favorite tool of leadership no matter the party to move their policy issues. A few of the topics
to hit the hopper late were:

9 Create Health system for Colorado

1 Medical Benefits for Legal Immigrants

I Medical Mal-Practice Increases

9 Primary seat belt bill

9 Pinnacol bills
We will cover several major policy topics in the following pages but here is a quick recap of the
session:

9 There were near a dozen economic incentive bills offered that made significant progress
in the session
There were over two dozen bills that presented new fee increases
There were over a dozen water bills offered
There were over a dozen business regulation, mandate or business practice bills offered.
Several significant governmental policy and labor bills were brought forth
Dozens of tax and budget bills were offered but several major bills were considered
There were many new energy, renewable energy, energy bills or energy mandate bills
Several major health bills were also introduced
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JCBL Priority Bills:

These are the bill that the JCBL committee put on the priority list. Although we took many
positions on bills these few were ones that we actively lobbied.

1. HB-1001- this bill created income tax credits for employers who would bring 20 or more
new jobs into Colorado. Passed

2. HB-1010- Would help to bring the film industry to Colorado by creating new incentives
for filming here in Colorado. To Governor

3. HB-1273- Creates the Colorado health care authority (authority) as a body corporate
and political subdivision of the state. Lost

4. HB-1323- Electrical Coop efficiency requirements. Lost

5. SB-067- Authorizes the Colorado economic development commission to contract with
the Colorado housing and finance authority. To Governor

6. SB-108- Faster Bill. This bill provided for transportation maintenance funding thru a
variety of registration fees, new fines and late registration fines, and allowed potential
tolling of existing highways and provided funding for transit as well. Will address poor
road surfaces and bad bridges in the state. Passed

7. SB-110- Expansion of the duties and authority of the Civil Rights Commission to include
new levels of liability for businesses. To Governor

8. SB-228- Eliminates the 6% spending limit on general funds placed on the state
government by legislation, would eliminate SB-1 funds to transportation and HB-1310
funds to transportation and capital construction. Places new formula in place for
spending. To Governor

Transportation:

Transportation continues be a major policy topic for Colorado. Everyone recognizes the value
for the state in having an efficient and viable transportation system. The problem continues
that the state has difficulty in making transportation a priority and funding the system we all
need.

Major highlights of the session were:

1. HB-1094- Addressed the use of cell phone use while driving a motor vehicle making it
illegal to do so unless it is done with a hands free device. Passed

2. SB-108-Addressed funding for transportation issues focusing on bridges and road
surfaces, produces 250 million in new fees for repairs and maintenance. Signed

3. SB-94- Creation of a Division of Rail within CDOT to address transit issues in Colorado.
Passed.

4. HB-1042- Sought to further define what impeding traffic should mean by stating that if 5
vehicles were backed behind another vehicle that vehicle could be fined. Lost

5. HB-1187- Tolling existing highways would be allowed. Lost

6. HB-1318- Overweight permits for commercial vehicles allows divisible loads to be
hauled under permit from CDOT- Passed
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7. SB-78- Devolve state highways to local governments provided new processes to move a
highway from state to local control. Passed

8. SB-148- Bicycle Safety Bill provided for a three foot safety area for bicycles on highways
and allows motor vehicles to pass a bicycle on a highway even if the road has a double
yellow line. Passed

9. SB-296- Primary seat belt bill would make not wearing a seat belt a primary traffic
offense in Colorado. Lost

9. HB-1284- Corridor Capacity Planning bill that would create processes for a highway or
route planning in the future based on capacity. Lost

Insurance/Work Comp/ Unemployment

There was a great deal of time spent of these issues this session due to changes sought to
extend benefits for those out of work and to offer benefits to new populations here in
Colorado.

1. HB-1076 ¢ Provided compensation for employees after separation from employment.
To Governor

2. HB-1170- Unemployment benefits being offered to employees who were lockout during
a strike action at a company. To Governor

3. HB-1193- Providing that board form negligence in transportation contracts and related
insurance was not required. Lost

4. HB-1363- Makes Unemployment fund in Colorado an enterprise fund and moves it from
under Tabor restrictions. To Governor

5. SB-37- Major medical cash fund would be used to pay for future claims and not used to
balance current budget. To Governor

6. SB-70- Bill clarified work compensation procedures. Passed

7. SB-168- Revised workers compensation procedures to include new features that will
raise employer costs. Passed

8. SB-243- Expanded workers compensation benefits in Colorado. Passed

Business Practices/Regulations

It was our hope before the session that we would have little to report in this section, but alas
that is not the case.

2. HB-1210- Mandatory Employee leave be given by employers. Pl

3. HB-1310- Creates an audit/enforcement effort to review if employers have correctly
classified their employees/contractors. To Governor

4. SB-246- Expanded version of the Homeowners Protection act to include new interest
features for contested damages. Pl

5. HB-1244- De-Regulates portions of commercial carriers in Colorado from PUC. To
Governor

6. HB-1091- Changes in the utility locates law to improve efficiency. Governor Signed

7. HB 1136- Electrical licensing and education requirements in Colorado. To Governor

Governmental PolicyLabor

There was the hope before the session began that we would not see a new round of labor bills
this session especially after our contentious 2008 election. We may not have seen a great
number of these bills but there were a few. We also a few voter and voter system bills that
were needed to deal with elections issues.

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8. SB-180- Calls for the right for firefighters in the state to have collective barging rights
with local governments. To Governor

Taxes/Budget /Fees

There was a great deal of legislation on the budget and the creation/revision of revenue in
Colorado. Due to the budget shortfall in Colorado and with local governments, there was a
significant amount of debate on how Colorado should have balanced its budget. This ideal
material for any political debate we may have in the future. There were some major bills in this
area offered and debated.
1. HB-1068- Sought to eliminate business personal property tax. Pl
2. HB-1036- Raises registration fees to fund POST certification issues. To Governor
3. HB-1130- Makes changes to the collection of sales taxes by businesses and county
oversight. Governor Signed
4. HB-1135- Increases county fees. Lost
5. HB-1271- Increases titling and registration fees. Pl
6. SB-108- Increases registration fees for transportation funding. Governor Signed
7. SB-02- Increases registration fees for emergency medical services. To Governor
8. SB-25- Creates a fee for ID documents called Security Fee. To Governor
9. SB-85- Phase out business personal property tax. To Governor
10. SB-228- Eliminated 6% spending limit on general funds in Colorado and it struck several
legislative options to include SB-1 transportation funding and HB-1310 funding for
transportation and capital construction. Passed
11. SB-273- Took 500 million in reserve funds from Pinnacol Insurance to balance budget. Pl
12. SB-281- Created an audit and study to evaluate Pinnacol Insurance. To Governor
13. SB-275- Eliminated the vendor fee for sales tax for the next few years to help balance
budget.

Health Care:

There was some discussion this session on health care but the majority of the attention was
spent on special cases or applications for health care. These new medical services will cost
employers and consumers. There were a few attempts at major health care reform but none of
the bills passed.

Bill Summary

Requires the general assembly to appropriate from the
general fund to the newly created business personal
property tax reimbursement fund (fund) an amount of
moneys for each year after a specified date that there
are peak general fund appropriations.

Specifies that no area that has been designated as an
urban renewal area (area) shall contain any agricultural
or vacant land unless:

Treats all remuneration paid to a person due to
separation from employment the same for the purpose
of calculating the postponement of unemployment
insurance benefits. Deletes the allowance of severance
pay as a means of reducing the overall unemployment
benefit. Eliminates the requirement to reduce benefit
payments when social security benefits are received.
Adopts the multistate tax commission's definitions of
real estate investment trust and captive real estate
investment trust. Requires the disclosure of reportable
transactions, and establishes penalties for failure to
disclose reportable transactions.

Prohibits operators of a motor vehicle who are under
18 years of age, operators of a school bus, and motor
vehicle carriers regulated by the public utilities
commission from using a wireless telephone while a
motor vehicle they are operating is in motion.
Otherwise, permits operators of a motor vehicle who
are 18 years of age or older to use a wireless telephone
equipped with a hands-free accessory.

Creates the approval coordination council (council) in
the public utilities commission by a type 2 transfer.
Directs the council to initiate approval coordination
procedures upon submission of a request by the
sponsor of a clean coal electric generation technology
project.

Specifies that a retail vendor shall not be allowed to
retain amounts to cover expenses in collecting and
remitting sales tax if the vendor is delinquent in
remitting the tax and making a return, rather than only
delinquent in remitting the tax. Requires the executive
director of the department of revenue to take specified
action when a person fails to file a sales tax return and
pay any tax owed, rather than only failing to file a sales
tax return or failing to pay any tax owed.

During the 2009 interim, requires the health care task
force to study the portability of health insurance after a
policyholder has separated from employment.

Creates the Colorado innovation investment tax credit
(tax credit) to be applied against state income tax
liability.
